Patient 026071 was a 19 years old male, he had visual acuity of 0.01(OD) /0.1(OS) and nystagmus. The pictures show bilateral grade 1 keratopathy, partial loss of iris and cataract. He had flat fovea and optic nerve hypoplasia (OD). Patient 026136 was a 4 years old child with no nystagmus. The CAS photos were of poor quality due to poor cooperation, but still we can tell grade 1 keratopathy and the edge of the iris showing partial loss of iris. From the fundus photographs we can see abnormal foveal reflex indicating foveal hypoplasia.
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
